To apply as an International Exchange, Study Abroad (fee paying) or European exchange 

(incl.Erasmus+)  student, the nomination form can be found here. Please note the entry requirement of 

GPA 3.0 (out of 4) or equivalent. The application form is here. Course choices for visiting students from 

all our departments are here, including information on our refreshed ‘Contemporary Britain’ arts and 

social sciences modules which are designed specifically for all visiting students and can be taken for 

credit, or just as an ‘audit’ option.

For students coming for a full-year or terms 2 and 3 only, 

please note that a sessional (or 38 – week) let includes accommodation during the vacation periods.

Free Airport Pick-up service, offered by the International Student Support Office, can be booked 

online here a few weeks before arrival (from Heathrow Airport only). 

The New to the UK Programme takes place just before the start of the autumn term and is highly 

recommended for all new international students to register and attend. Accommodation is provided 

free of charge for this programme dates only. However, students are responsible for accommodation 

costs starting from the beginning of the academic year, as advised. A condensed version of this 

programme is also offered during orientation week in the spring term. 

Transcripts are issued electronically to partner institutions at the end of a student’s studies. Students 

are also sent a printed copy of their transcript to their personal forwarding address. Students who wish 

to order further transcripts can visit this page to order Proof of award documents once they have 

finished their course and received their final results. For incoming students applying to study with us, 

we would ask that (translated) transcripts from our partner institutions are sent electronically via Royal 

Holloway Direct or via email to Applicants@rhul.ac.uk. For students returning to us from a period of 

study abroad, transcripts can be sent to studyabroadstudents@rhul.ac.uk.
